The Office of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) issues the City Entitlement Fund

The City is considered the HUD grant “Recipient” as they receive the funds directly from the HUD. When the City awards other organizations funds to carryout programs/activities, they are “Subrecipients”

HUD has not yet released the allocation, or anticipated funding, for FY 2025-2026 (24-25: $ 1,957,039), however based off previous years, the anticipates receiving approximately $1,950,000 in CDBG funding. We want to be clear that this amount is subject to change pending the final allocation announcement from HUD which should be announced sometime in February or March of 2025.

When determining how to allocate its funding the City must follow the required funding caps. 
For example, the City may use 20% of its allocation for administrative costs associated with carrying out the CDBG program. For the purposes of this slide, we will be using the estimated CDBG allocation, so the City would be allowed to use up to $390,000 towards administrative costs. 
They may also use up to 15% of the fiscal year’s allocation on public services (activities that directly benefit low-to-moderate income beneficiaries), which leaves the remaining 65% available for other types of activities like public facilities and streets improvement or economic development activities.

Direct Benefit Activities which are activities where of the group of people you serve, at least 51% of those participants are low-to-moderate income persons. Typically, most subrecipients carryout Direct Benefit Activities. 
Projects must demonstrate that the project benefits LMI persons through one (1) of the following methods:
Low to Moderate Income Individuals
Agencies must collect a beneficiary application, proof of City residence, identification, household income verifications (which includes back up documents like pay stubs to confirm participant income) and demographic information for each applicant.
Limited Clientele:
The activity will benefit a limited clientele who is presumed to be low to moderate income. The following groups are presumed by HUD to be low to moderate income: abused children, battered spouses, elderly persons (age 55 years or older), adults meeting the definition of “severely disabled”, homeless persons, illiterate adults, persons living with AIDS, and migrant farm workers. Agencies must collect a beneficiary application, proof of residence (must be a Moreno Valley Resident), income levels of clientele and document the demographic information, but are NOT required to collect household income verifications for the noted.

As part of your program, you will be required to identify how you are determining participant income, which you may already be capturing as part of your intake process.
